Ashwin 1419 and it is hereby published for
general information:—

An Act for the purpose of enacting
a new law of Powers of Attorney by
repealing the Powers of Attorney Act,
1882

Whereas it is expedient and necessary
to enact a new law to make provisions to
confer powers for performing functions
through power of attorney, registration and
termination thereof with other matters
incidental thereto by repealing the Powers-
of-Attorney Act, 1882;

Therefore, it is hreby enacted as

follows:—

1. Necessity of Preamble.— The title
and the Preamble undoubtedly throw light
on the intents and designs of the
Legislature, and indicate the scope or the
purpose of the Legislature itself.

2. Preable is subject to know
meaning of Act.— The Preamble of a
statute is a good means of finding out its
meaning, and a key to the understanding
of it, and, as it usuall'y states the general
object and intention of the Legislature in
passing the enactment, it may legitimately
be consulted to solve any ambiguity, or to
fix the meaning of words which may have
more than one, or to keep the effect of the
Act within its real scope, whenever the
enacting parts is in any of these respects
open to doubt. See Narayana Swami v. E.,
AIR 1939 PC 47.
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3. Role of preamble.— Where the

language and the object and scope of the
Act are not open to doubt, the preamble
the

cannot either restrict or extend

If the enacting part of a statute is not
exactly co-extensive with the preamble,
the former, if expressed in clear and
unequivocal terms, will override the latter.

However, in case of conflict between
the preamble and the section, it is the
section that governs. See Secretary of
State for India v. Maharaja of Bobbili,
AIR 1919 PC 52.

But if the phraseology of the section is
ambiguous or doubtful, the preamble may

be referred to, to resolve the ambiguity.
